A key element of the project is a new roof, long
overdue. It will replace our leaky flat roof and
will be pitched. The old, deteriorating siding
will also be replaced, along with some win-
dows. A new entryway will incorporate memo-
rial bricks which were part of our local fund-
raising effort. (Bricks can still be purchased
through July only). The overcrowded donations
room will be greatly expanded so we can store
much more clothing, household items, shoes,
sleeping bags, tarps, coats, and similar items
which we distribute free of charge.

Kathleen Cornett, OCF Vice-President of
Grants and Programs, stated: “As the primary
provider of programs, including 24/7 crisis
response and energy assistance, Siuslaw Out-
reach Services is a cornerstone for many fami-
lies in western Lane County. OCF is proud to

Housing Assistance Numbers Up

Regardless what you may
hear about the status of the
national economy, many local
residents continue to struggle
to make ends meet. During
the past 4 years SOS has
received an average of 228
requests for assistance with
rent or mortgages and more
than 600 requests for assis-
tance with utilities. Each one
has its own circumstances.
During the past 12 months,
SOS received 237 requests.
Due to available funding,
SOS provided rental assis-
tance to 120 households and
more than 500 households

with help toward their utilities.
Nearly 900 individuals re-
ceived aid toward clothing,
prescriptions, laundry ser-
vices, showers or transporta-
tion vouchers. SOS provided
more than just financial aid to
these struggling families.
SOS also provided education
in areas such as; personal
financial management, tips on
saving money on groceries,
energy conservation, tenant
rights and responsibilities,
parenting and employment.
